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Chapter Presentation Guidelines
· On the day of presentation, all the group members are supposed to come on time to the class, with a professional dressing.
·  You can use any presentation technique you prefer. However, bear in mind that your contribution to the chapter presentation should be equitable (i.e. the time spent by any member of the group, and the contents presented should more or less of the same weight).
· The presentation (excluding the answer session) shall be around 75 minutes. Therefore, members of the group are encouraged to have a rehearsal before actually performing on the stage.
· Any member of the group might be asked, during the question / answer session, to clarify and explain any point in their work. Therefore, all members of the group shall be able to respond to any related question, even though that very question might not be related to the part for which the member has presented.
· All students, other than group members, should have read the chapter before coming to class, not only to better digest the flow of the presentation, but also to be able to ask questions at the end which would allow them to earn some points out of participation.

· The distribution of the 20 points presentation is as follows:

· Appearance: 10 %

· Clarity: 10 %

· Content presented: 50 %

· Coherence in the group: 10 %

· Question / Answer Session : 20 %
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
